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Test Correction Guidelines

I will accept corrections on tests and other major assignments (e.g., lab reports) to give you an opportunity to review the concepts covered in class and on the exams and to receive half of the points missed on the test. 

1. Corrections will only be accepted for the multiple choice section ONLY. Corrections will not be accepted for any other sections on the test.

2. Corrections will be due the next day after the test or assignment has been returned to you. Deadline is firm and no corrections will be accepted past this day.

3. Corrections on a test should be considered work on a TEST. You will work on the corrections without the assistance of other students. However you may see me for assistance.

4. Your corrections must include the following:
a. Explanation of why your answer was wrong. You can do this by defining the term or concept and explain why your answer was incorrect.

b. Your new answer.

c. Explanation of why your new answer is correct. You may want to define the terms and/or concepts to support your answer.

d. You will not receive any points if these guidelines are not followed.
5. Corrections must be typed.

6. The corrections must be submitted with the original test or assignment.

7. Do not write your responses on the original test or assignment.

8. You will receive ½ of the points back for each correct response.
